preferred method when calling, as the office is extra busy in the mornings during 

attendance. 

Please provide the first and last name of your student, grade, and division, if known. It is important to 
let both the office (using 2 methods above) and the classroom teacher know (by email) of 

any absences, late arrivals, or early departures. Our school website (staff top tab) is updated with 
all of the current divisions and classroom teacher emails.
