Dear Grade 8 Parents: 

 

On behalf of the Seycove School Community, we extend a warm welcome to the Seycove family!  We are truly 

excited about our upcoming year and look forward to meeting you and your new high school student.

As the summer winds down and the school year 

approaches, you may be filled with both excitement and anticipation for a new school year and the transition to 

high school.

All students will receive their timetables on the first day of school.  On Tuesday September 3rd  Grade 8s will 

attend a welcome assembly in the Seycove Gym at 10:30am, followed by a homeroom information session.  

Students will have ample time to locate their lockers, practice opening their locks, and track down the locations 

of their classes.  Our Student Council members and Grade 12 Ambassadors will be in attendance to help our 

Grade 8s navigate their new experiences on this opening day. 

Over the next week, we will be sending out school-wide information about school start up.  All information will 

also be posted on our Seycove website before the Labour Day Weekend.
